Scene II
ANGRY PRECARIARD
NARRATOR:

I’m certain we can all grasp his accumulated anger, the absolute wrath! Everything is due to the precarious life and the exploitive regime, though. Well, well, Angry Precariard, calm down... Wait, something is happening... Oh, yes, yes, yes, it is the Fairy Godmother of Precariousness. She is going to grant our Angry Precariard his ardent desire! Fantastic! Excellent! Bravo!
